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PRESS RELEASE

A seminar entitled “How to build a harmonious society” organised by the Majlis Ansarullah, a subsidiary organisation of Ahmadiyya Muslim Association UK, at the Crewe Library today. 

Besides a number of participants, who came from Crewe as and as far as Lancashire and Manchester, the Mayor of Cheshire East Mrs Margaret Simon attended the function. 

The proceedings started with the recitation of some verses of the holy Qur’an dealing with the subject matter followed by their English translation. 

The key note speaker at the seminar was Maulana Ataul Mujeeb Rashed, Imam of the London Mosque, delivered a comprehensive but concise lecture on the subject. 

Mr Rashed highlighted the importance and relevance of the subject in the contemporary Britain, explained the definition and determinants of a harmonious society and elaborated on ten principles expounded from the teachings of the holy Qur’an, the sayings and the practice (traditions) of the holy prophet of Islam, Mohammed – the principles ranging from the establishment of a positive relationship between children and parents based on mutual respect, through to the importance of every single member of the society pro-actively working for the welfare of the needy in society, to the inculcation of a spirit of consideration between various sections of the society. He particularly emphasised that a positive change can easily be brought in the society if all sections of society, regardless of their individual ideological, ethnic or cultural backgrounds, agree to cooperate with each other for good causes. 

Following the speech, Mr Rashed answered a variety of questions from the audience for about an hour.

In her concluding address, Mrs Margaret Simon, Mayor Cheshire East addressed the gathering and emphasised the relevance of the theme. She elaborated on the valuable activities and initiatives personally undertakes by her in relation to multicultural aspects of the society in her area of jurisdiction. She emphasised on the universal nature of good values and thanked the organisers for choosing Crewe as a venue for such an interesting seminar.

Many guests had an opportunity to speak to Mr Rashed while having some refreshments at the end of the programme.

The organisers thanked all participants, the distinguished guests and in particular the people of Crewe and the library authorities for being so generous and welcoming.
