REPORT FOR VCAT FOR THE 50 + GROUP ON THE OCCASION OF EID LECTURE AND MEAL AT DAR- UL-AMAN MOSQUE GREENHEYS LANE HULME 12.09.10
I was grateful to attend the Eid Lecture at Dar-ul-Aman Mosqu,Ahmadiyya Muslim Association, Greenheys Lane, Hulme on 12th September 2010 given by Attaul Mujeeb Rashed, Imam of the London Mosque.
I report that the Ahmaddiyya Muslim Community basically promotes peace in our local community.  Ahmadiyya Muslim Community spans over 195 countries with membership exceeding tens of millions. I was grateful that non-Muslims were invited to their New Year, as this is a way of crossing bridges between Islam and the wider community.  Islam is the religion of peace and Muslims belong to that faith. Almadiyyans respect other religions. Eid is the Muslim New Year at the end of a month’s fasting called Ramadan.

The lecture covered the recent talk of the burning of the Quran in America which is their Holy Book and it is perhaps a miracle that the matter ended as it did and avoided conflict.  The Quran is the word of God and the wisdom is for peace and harmony for all mankind.  Ahmadiyyas are against violence or terrorism and their motto is “love to all hatred to none.”  They are restrained from retaliation and would only do so if their religion were attacked in order to defend it.  Their jihad is striving for their religion.
Women are equal to men.  Muslims pray 5 times a day.
There was a vote of thanks followed by a meal of lamb curry and rice followed by a dish of sweetened rice.

My own view is that this message of peace from the Almadiyya Community is relevant to all our local communities and groups in bringing people in Trafford together and that the values of “Love for All Hatred for none” is the true message of Islam for us all.
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
